The meeting was opened by President Pat Mitchell at 6:33 P.M. 

1. Old Business:

A. Minutes from the May 16, 2024, meeting was approved as presented.

2. New Business:

A. Friends Counseling Center, Inc. of 3565 S. State Rd. 13, Wabash requests a Special Exception to install an 8’ x 4’ vinyl sign off the road in front of the building to direct the public to their location.  It sits next to the Friends Church and shares a partial entrance.  This request is required due to the zoning being in a Residential 1 zoned area.  

Attorney Doug Lehman explained that we are a 5-member board, and we have 2 absent   tonight.  The statute states that you will still be required to get a majority as if we had a full board present.  Still requiring 3 of the 3 members present to pass. We allow you to wait for next month, in hopes of having a full board to be present.  You will not be required to send the notifications out again, and you will not be required to advertise in the paper again.  Because if anyone wants to protest your petition they would be here tonight and would know that you are going to postpone it for a month. Before each of you proceeds with your petition, would you please state if you would like to proceed with the petition, or postpone it for a month.  

Rachel Hurst with the Friends Counseling Center, Inc. was present, and stated they would like to proceed this evening.  She also explained why a sign is needed.  Since they have a shared drive with the church people don’t realize where they are located.  This will help people be able to locate them.  

Member Pat Mitchell asked how far off the road the sign would be located.  

Rachel stated that it would be 44 to 46’ off the road.  It will be in line with the sign for the church.  
With no further questions, Member Bob Vanlandingham made the motion to Vote on the Special Exception, with a second by Member Oren Wagner.  After the ballots were reviewed, the motion passed unanimously.  3-0


Being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.  
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
